Moving a Class Dog to Specials

Chapter 8, Section 8.9.1, A dog which is individually registered in the records of the Canadian Kennel
Club, and has completed the requirements for a championship in accordance with these rules but at the
time of the closing of entries for a show has not received confirmation of the title, may be transferred
from one of the regular classes to "Specials Only", providing the transfer is submitted to the Show
Secretary in WRITING by the owner or handler at least one (1) hour prior to the opening of the show.

Section 8.9.3, When one or more all-breed and/or specialty shows are held on the same day, in the
same venue, the request for moving of class dogs to specials must be made prior to the scheduled
opening of the first show.

Every day of a 2 or more day show is a separate show. Please note that this rule is effective up to one
(1) hour prior to the opening of the show. NOT one hour prior to the judging of the breed.



Champions and Championship Points
Chapter 15.1 A dog awarded WINNERS at a championship show shall be credited with a number of championship
points (ranging from 0 to 5) and the number of championship points credited to a dog awarded WINNERS shall be as
provided hereunder.
15.1.2 The schedule to be employed in the determination of the number of points to be allocated a dog awarded

competition which the dog defeated, directly or indirectly, for, the highest of the following official breed awards,
Winners, Best of Winners, Best of Breed, or Best of Opposite Sex, then consult the schedule set forth above.

Section 15.1.8, ... a dog awarded WINNERS which also places in the regular group competition shall be credited with
the following additional points, provided that a dog was defeated at the Group level.

EXHIBITOR INFORMATION

Exhibitors, through submission of entry, acknowledge that they are knowledgeable of and will comply
with the CKC Agility Rules and Regulations, a copy of which may be obtained by sending $ 4.00
Canadian to the CKC. At the option of the handler, a dog may wear either a well fitting plain buckle
collar, a quick release collar, or no collar. Fancy collars, choke collars, pinch collars, or other training
collars are prohibited. Collars that are too tight or so large that they hang down UNREASONABLY IN
FRONT OF THE DOG ARE NOT PERMITTED. There shall be nothing hanging from the collar, (CKC
12.3.1). Food and Toys are not permitted in the course area and handlers are not permitted to use
whistles or other training devices in the ring or within 10 feet of the course (CKC 12.1.1).

The show precincts of this trial shall consist of the area set out for the ring,
and ten feet from any ring & any facilities set aside for show officials and judges.

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It shall be the duty and obligation of the show giving club to see that a Judge, Club Official,
Volunteer, or any participant at an event held under these rules, is not subjected to any
indignities of any kind.

ELIGIBILITY

To be eligible to compete at this trial, a dog must be 18 months of age and registered with
the CKC, be eligible for registration with the CKC, have an ERN or a CKC Miscellaneous
Certificate number. A dog may be spayed, neutered or debarked. Bitches, when in season
are not permitted to compete in the trial however, entry and listing fees will be refunded,
providing a veterinarian’s certificate stating that the bitch was in season within the 10 day
period preceding the trial, is submitted to the Trial Secretary on or before the day of the
trial.

PERFORMANCE EVENT NUMBER (PEN)
Effective Jan 01, 2002, a Performance Event Number (PEN), allows an unregisterable dog
of a CKC recognized breed to participate in those competitive events that are appropriate
for the breed. Those events are as follows: Obedience, Tracking, Herding, Draft Dogs,
Agility, Lure Coursing, Earthdog Tests, Hunt Tests, Working Certificate Tests, and Pointing
Field Dog Tests. A Dog that is eligible for a PEN May Not Be Entered As A Listed Dog.
Dogs may only enter events after a PEN has been issued to that dog. This restriction shall
also apply to dogs with ILP numbers. Unregisterable Dog means, a dog of a recognized
CKC breed that cannot be registered because of unknown parentage or the unavailability
of its registration papers.
RIBBONS AND ROSETTES
Flat Ribbons will be offered for the First through Fourth place in all height divisions of each
class. Flat Ribbons will be offered for Qualifying rounds.
Every dog entered will receive a free dog toy. Rosettes will be awarded for
any dog finishing an agility titles at these trials.

NO SHADE WILL BE PROVIDED AT THE AGILITY RING
THERE WILL BE CONTACT FAMILIARIZATION FOR Novice DOGS each day
