Certificate, with awritten request for an ERN number.

2. Include with the above a cheque or money order in the amount of $57.60 (plus GST or HST where
applicable) payable to the Canadian Kennel Club.

3. Ensure that you provide us with your full return address to enable the ERN number to be sent to you.

4. Faxed requests will be accepted. Please indicate your VISA / MasterCard number, expiry date, cardholder’s
name and signature.

This Event Registration Number MUST be applied for within 30 days of the first day of enteringa CKC

event. Dogs may be entered as “Listed”, however, failure to apply for an ERN number within 30 days of the

first event will result in cancellation of any wins, awards, or scores.
