Dogs in 
this class may be spayed/neutered. 

SPECIALS ONLY dogs who are Canadian Champions.  A CKC Registration Number or ERN must be indicated on the entry form 
at time of closing. 

NON-REGULAR & UNOFFICIAL CLASS 

All dogs must be entered in the regular classes, Veteran's class, "Specials Only", or for Exhibition Only to compete in the 
following non-regular classes.  Dogs may be spayed or neutered. 
In order for a dog to be entered in any Non-Regular or Unofficial class, dogs must also be entered in a Regular class or for 
Exhibition Only.  Dogs may be spayed or neutered. 

BABY PUPPY dogs between 3 months and under 6 months on day of show. These puppies are not eligible 
to compete for championship points.  Puppies in this category may enter and compete in 
Sweepstakes.

Puppies 3-6 months of age may be entered in Exhibition Only 3-6 Months provided the owner(s) has 
entered a dog in a Regular Official Class.

Effective Jan/1992 all dogs that are foreign-born and foreign-owned and enter Canada for the sole purpose of entering 
CKC (Canadian Kennel Club) events will no longer require a CKC registration number but will require an ERN - Event 
Registration Number. This ERN does not register a dog with CKC for breeding purposes as defined in the Animal 
Pedigree Act but rather enables a foreign-owned dog to be awarded titles by the Canadian Kennel Club. Each dog must 
have its own number. To obtain an ERN, mail or fax a photocopy of the dog's registration certificate with certified cheque, 
money order, VISA or MasterCard number (expiry date, cardholder's name and signature). Provide your complete 
address for return of the ERN to you. Cost is $58.50 + 5% GST. ERN MUST BE APPLIED FOR WITHIN 30 DAYS OF

NOTE: Dogs less than three months of age do not require
rabies vaccination.
