EVENT REGISTRATION NUMBER - $58.85 
 
 

Effective January 1, 1992, all dogs that are foreign born and foreign owned 
and enter Canada for the sole purpose of entering CKC events will no longer 
require a CKC registration number but may obtain an Event Registration 
Number (ERN).  This ERN number does not register a dog with the CKC for 
breeding purposes as defined in the Animal Pedigree Act but rather enables 
a foreign-born and foreign-owned dog to be awarded titles by the CKC.  Each 
dog must have its own number.  The ERN number must be applied for within 
30 days of the first day of entering a CKC event. 
Dogs may be entered as „listed‟, however failure to apply for an ERN number 
within 30 days of the first event will result in the cancellation of any wins, 
awards, or scores. 
To obtain an ERN number, send a photocopy of the dog‟s registration 
certificate reflecting current ownership with a written request for an ERN 
number Include cheque, money order or credit card authorization for $58.85.  
Ensure you have included full return address.  Faxed requests will be 
accepted.

PERFORMANCE EVENT NUMBER -$53.50 
A Performance Event Number (PEN) allows an unregisterable dog of a CKC 
recognized breed to participate in competitive events that are appropriate for 
the breed.  Those events are as follows: Obedience Trials, Tracking Tests, 
Herding Trials, Draft Dog Tests, Agility, Lure Coursing, Earthdog Tests, Hunt 
Tests, Working Certificate Tests and Pointing Field Dog Tests. 
In order for a dog to be eligible to receive a PEN, all of the following criteria 
must be met; 

1. The dog must be of a breed recognized by the CKC. 
2. The dog must not be eligible for CKC registration. 
3. The dog must be spayed or neutered. 
4. The dog must be properly identified with a CKC approved 

microchip (except dogs with an ILP number). 
5. In the case of a foreign owned dog residing in the US, the dog 

must have an AKC ILP number.
