Altered Classes All dogs over 6 months of age which have been sexually altered by veterinary 
procedure.   Classes divided by sex.  Dogs entered in these classes may earn an Altered Championship.   
The point system to achieve an Altered Championship is the same as it is for a regular Championship.    
Judging of altered classes to be held immediately after Best of Breed in the regular classes.  Altered Group 
to be judged immediately after Puppy Group.

The Baby Puppy Class is for dogs 3 months and under 6 months on the day of the show. Dogs entered in 

the Baby Puppy Class do not compete for points.
