CKC RULES AND REGULATIONS (EFFECTIVE JANUARY 01, 2008)
6.8.1 A dog that is registered in the records of the CKC or has a PEN, and ERN, or a MCN and has fulfilled the
requirements for a title in accordance with these rules but at the time of the closing of entries for the trial has not
received confirmation of the title may be moved to the next level of competition providing the request is submitted to the
trial secretary on the appropriate move-up form by the owner or handler a minimum of one hour before the opening of
the first trial on that day, schedule permitting.
6.8.2 When one or more trials are held on the same day in the same venue, the request for moving the dog up must be
made a minimum of one hour prior to the scheduled start of the trial for which the dog is being moved up to, schedule
permitting. The Trial Secretary shall amend the judge’s book and the marked catalogue, which is to be sent to the CKC
with the requests attached to the appropriate entry forms.

Pre-Novice (Transition Class) - The Pre-Novice class shall be for dogs of any recognized or listed breed & of either sex
which have not earned the title of P.C.D. (Pre-Companion Dog) in Canada
Novice “C” (Transition Class) - The Novice “C’ class is open to any dog of either sex that has gained the title CD,
CDX, UD or any other advanced Obedience title in Canada prior to the closing date of the trial in which it is to be
entered. Exhibitors may enter more than one dog in this class but must have a separate handler for each dog in the
Long Sit & The Long Down Exercises when they are judged in the same group. The Novice “C” exercises will be
performed & judged as described in the official Novice Class except that exhibitors may compete in the Novice “C”
Class indefinitely.
