All dogs that are foreign born and foreign owned and enter Canada for the sole purpose of entering CKC events will no longer require a
CKC registration number but will require an ERN. This ERN number does not register a dog with the CKC for breeding purposes as
defined in the Animal Pedigree Act, but rather enables a foreign born and foreign owned dog to be awarded titles by the Canadian Kennel
Club. Each dog must have its own number. To obtain an ERN, simply do the following: send to CKC, a photocopy of the dog™s registration
certificate reflecting current ownership, 1.e. AKC Registration Certificate with a written request for an ERN number. Payment must be
included with the application. Ensure that you provide the CKC with your full return address to enable the ERN number to be sent to you.
FAXED requests will be accepted. Please include your VIS A/MasterCard number, expiry date, cardholders name and signature. The ERN
number must be applied for within 30 days of the first day of entering a CKC event. Dogs may be entered as ,listed®; however, failure to
apply for an ERN number within 30 days of the first event will result in the cancellations of any wins, awards, and scores.

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CHAMPIONS AND CHAMPIONSHIP POINTS

The system provides for additional Points if a dog awarded Winners also placed in
the Group as listed hereunder.

A class dog awarded Best in Show at an all-breed Championship show will be credited with 5 points inclusive of any points earned
at the breed or group level. In counting the number of eligible dogs in competition, a dog that 1s disqualified or that 1s dismissed,
excused or ordered from the ring by the judge, shall NOT be included in the calculation for championship points (Absentees are
not to be included). In order for a dog to be recognized as a Canadian Champion it must: (1) earn at least ten championship points
under at least three different judges; and (2) be individually registered in the records of the CKC or have a CKC Event Registration
Number (ERN) (3) have earned at least one 2 point win either at the breed or group level.

Grand Champion (GCh) The title of Grand Champion may only be earned after the completion of the CKC Conformation
Championship. Points for this title are only accumulated after the completion of the Conformation Championship and do not
mclude the points earned in attaining the Conformation Championship. All required points are to be earned at the breed level.
To be awarded a Grand Champion title, a dog must attain a mmimum of 20 points which must include one Best of Breed and
a minimum of two wins of at least two points each. a) Grand Champion Point System Points towards the Grand Champion title
are awarded to the Best of Breed, Best of Opposite Sex, Select Dog and Select Bitch. Points are calculated based on the
number of animals competing at the breed level for the Best of Breed Winner and the number of similar sex dogs competing
for the other three (Best of Opposite, Select Dog, Select Bitch). The following schedule shall be employed in the
determination of points awarded as follows:

In counting the number of eligible dogs in competition, a dog that i1s disqualified, dismissed, excused or ordered from the ring
by the judge shall not be included in the calculation for Grand Champion points.

The title of Grand Champion shall not be awarded retroactively and all points towards this title must be achieved after the date
of January 1, 2013. Points earned toward the Grand Champion title are to be recorded by the owner/handler on the form
obtained from the Canadian Kennel Club. Once the owner/handler believes that their exhibit has attained the requirements for
the Grand Champion title, the form may be submitted to the Canadian Kennel Club for verification and awarding of the title.

Grand Champion Excellent (GChEx) The title of Grand Champion Excellent may only be earned after the completion of the
CKC Grand Championship title.

The following classes will be offered in each Obedience trial: Pre-novice, Novice A, Novice B, Novice C, Novice intermediate, Veterans, Open A, Open B,
Uulity A, Uuality B.

Scores earned by dogs entered in Pre-Novice, Novice C, and Veterans are not eligible for High in Trial.

No dog may be entered in both the Novice A and Novice B, Open A and Open B or Utility A and Utlity B at any one trial.

NOVICE “A” - No licensed handler, no trainer, nor any person who has previously exhibited a dog through its U.D. Title in Canada or
Elsewhere shall be allowed to compete. When a dog 1s wrongfully entered in this class, any score awarded will be canceled.

NOVICE “B” - Dogs in this class may be handled or exhibited by the owner or any other person & shall be for purebred dogs of any breed
which have not won the title of C.D. in Canada

OPEN “A” - No licensed handler, no trainer, nor any person who has previously exhibited a dog through its U.D. title in Canada or Elsewhere
shall be allowed to compete. When a dog 1s wrongfully entered in this class, any score awarded will be cancelled. The dog must have earned it
C.D. Title to enter this class.

OPEN “B” - Dogs 1n this class may be handled or exhibited by the owner or any other person & shall be for pure-bred dogs of any breed which
have not won the title of C.D. in Canada. The dog must have earned it C.D. title to enter this class.

UTILITY A - For any purebred dog that has not earned the title of UD. No person who has earned a MOTCH title may handle dogs n this
class. The handler of any dog in this class must be the owner or a member of their immediate families. Exercises will be performed in the
usual order.

UTILITY B - Exercises will be done in random order. Order will be posted approximately 30 minutes prior to judging.

PRE-NOVICE - shall be for any dog which has not earned the title of P.C.D. (PreCompanion Dog) in Canada. Dogs in this class may be
handled by the owner or any other person.

NOVICE C - Novice C

For any dog that has earned the title CD, CDX, or UD or any Obedience Trial

Championship title prior to the closing date of the trial in which it is to be entered. Dogs in this class may be handled by the owner or any other
person

INTERMEDIATE NOVICE - Shale be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed which has earned the title of Companion Dog,
Companion Dog Excellent, Utility Dog or any Obedience Trial Championship.

Rally Obedience Classes:

The following classes will be offered in each trial. Order of judging will be determined at the close of entries.
Rally Novice A, Rally Novice B, Rally Intermediate, Rally Advanced A, Rally Advanced, B, Rally Excellent A, Rally Excellent B

RALLY NOVICE A:

Dogs competing in this class may not have earned the R. N. title or any CKC Obedience title other than P.C.D. No handler who has exhibited a
dog through its CKC C.D.X. title shall be eligible to enter this class. The handler of any dog in this class must be the owner, co-owner, or a
member of their immediate families. A person may enter more than one dog in this class. All exercises are judged on leash, and all dogs must
enter and leave the ring on leash.

RALLY NOVICE B:

Any dog may compete in this class until a qualifying score in the Rally Advanced Class is earned. The owner or any other person may handle
dogs 1n this class. A person may enter more than one dog in this class. All exercises are judged on leash, and all dogs must enter and leave the
ring on leash.

RALLY NOVICE INTERMEDIATE:

The Rally Intermediate Class is an elective class and earning the title 1s not a requirement to enter Rally Advanced Classes.(CKC rules, 10.1.2)
This class shall be for dogs that have earned the R.N. title. A dog completing the R.I. or any other obedience or rally titles may continue to
compete in this class indefinitely. The owner or any other person may handle dogs 1n this class. A person may enter more than one dog in this
class. This class (performed on leash, no jumps, no A or B division) may be entered indefinitely. Judges would ordinarily use the same course
for it as for their Advanced Classes, substituting one other exercise for the jump required in Advanced.

RALLY ADVANCED A:

This class shall be for dogs that have won the Rally Novice (R. N.) title but have not won the Rally Advanced (R. A.) title or any CKC Novice
Obedience title. The handler of any dog in this class must be the owner, co-owner, or a member of their immediate families. A person may
enter more than one dog in this class. A dog may continue to compete in this class after the owner has been notified by at least 2 different
judges that the dog has won 3 qualifying scores in this class. However, a dog may not be entered or exhibited in this class in any rally trial after
the owner has received official notification from the CKC that the dog has won the title. All dogs must enter and leave the ring on leash.

RALLY ADVANCED B:

This class will be for dogs that have earned the R.N. title. A dog completing the R.A. title may continue to compete in this class indefinitely. The
owner or any other person may handle dogs in this class. A person may enter more than one dog in this class. All exercises are judged off leash.
All dogs must enter and leave the ring on leash. No dog may be entered in both Rally Advanced A and Rally Advanced B at any one trial.

RALLY EXCELLENT A:

This class shall be for dogs that have earned the R. A. title, but have not earned the R. E. title or any CKC Obedience title other than P.C.D..
No handler who has exhibited a dog through its CKC C.D.X. title shall be eligible to enter this class. The handler of any dog in this class must
be the owner, co-owner, or a member of their immediate families. A person may enter more than one dog in this class. All exercises are judged
off leash. There 1s also a sit stay exercise after the finish sign. All dogs must enter and leave the ring on leash.

RALLY EXCELLENT B:

This class will be for dogs that have earned the R.A. title. A dog completing the R.E. title may continue to compete in this class indefinitely. The
owner or any other person may handle dogs in this class. A person may enter more than one dog in this class. All exercises are judged off leash.
There 1s a sit stay exercise after the finish sign.

All dogs must enter and leave the ring on leash. No dog may be entered in both Rally Excellent A and Rally Excellent B at any one trial.

Exhibitors should be aware that facility management personnel
may collect a nominal fee. Use of the building is a privilege, please respect the facilities.
LOADING /UNLOADING area. 15 Minutes Maximum.
Exercise pens MUST have plastic sheeting underneath. If space is limited, exercise pens will have to be taken down
during show hours.
The Club reserves the right to restrict exhibitors grooming space.
Crates will be allowed at ringside du_rin% the judging of your specific breed ONLY and MUST be removed immediately after.
Exhibitors must exercise their dogs in the designated areas provided. Exhibitors are responsible for cleaning up after their dogs. .
The welfare of children is the responsibility of the parent/guardian. Please exercise control and restraint over the children in
your care while on the show precincts.
