It shall be the duty and obligation of the show giving club to see that a judge, club official,
volunteer, or any participant at an event is not subject to indignities.  The Conformation
Show Committee Chair shall promptly report to the CKC any infringement of this
regulation, and the Discipline Committee shall have the authority to take such action as it
deems fit on receipt of a report indicating that this has occurred. (See Section 19.7)

CLASSES

Baby Puppy -A dog between 3 months and under 6 m onths on the day of the show

Junior Puppy -A dog between 6 months and under 9 m onths on the day of the  show

Senior Puppy -A dog between 9 months of age and 12 m onths on the day of the show.

12-18 Months -A dog between 12 m onths of age and 18 m onths on the day of the show.

Canadian Bred -A dog which is born in Canada.

Bred by Exhibitor -The handler must be the owner/co-owner AND breeder/co-breeder

of the dog. The owner/breeder must handle the dog in this class, but need not

handle the dog further for awards.

Open C lass -For all dogs.

Specials Only -Dogs which have a recorded CKC registration or Event Registration

Num ber (ERN) and have attained the required points for Cham pionship Status.

Dogs entered in this class w ill com pete for Best of Breed, Best of Opposite Sex

and Best Puppy in Breed if eligible.
