Notice of Agreement  

The Evelyn Kenny Kennel and Obedience Club reserves the right to refuse any entry subject to CKC Conformation Show Rules and Regulations  

(8.6.1).  

In consideration of the acceptance of this entry, I (we) agree to be bound by the rules and regulations of the Canadian Kennel Club and by any 

additional rules and regulations appearing in this premium list.  

 I (we) agree to hold the Evelyn Kenny Kennel and Obedience Club, their members, directors, officers, agents, superintendents or show secretary 
and the owner or lessor of the premises and any employees of the aforementioned parties, harmless from any claim for loss or injury which may be 
alleged to have been caused directly or indirectly to any person or thing by the act of a dog while in or upon the show premises or grounds or near 
any entrance thereto, and I (we) personally assume all responsibility and liability for any such claim.  

I (we) further agree to hold the aforementioned parties harmless from any claim for loss of a dog by disappearance, theft, death or otherwise, and 

from any claim for damage or injury to the dog, whether such loss, disappearance, theft, damage or injury be caused or alleged to be caused by the 

negligence of the Club or any of the parties aforementioned, or by the negligence of any other person, or any other cause or causes. 

I (we) hereby assume the sole responsibility for and agree to indemnify and save the aforementioned parties harmless from any and all loss and 
expense (including legal fees) by reason of the liability imposed by law upon any of the aforementioned parties because of bodily injuries, including 
death at any time resulting therefrom, sustained by any person or persons, including myself (ourselves), or on account of damage to property, arising

It is the responsibility of the exhibitors to have the dog at 

ringside when the dog’s class is scheduled for judging. Waiting for dogs will not be possible and handlers with several breeds must arrange for 

alternate handlers if judging times for their breeds’ conflict.  

The Evelyn Kenny Kennel and Obedience Club will not allow the use of spike or pinch collars on its show grounds.  

If because of riot, civil disturbance or other acts beyond the control of the Evelyn Kenny Kennel and Obedience Club, it is impossible to open or to 
complete the show, no refund of entry fees will be made. 

The welfare of an exhibitor’s child is the responsibility of the exhibitor. It should be understood that exhibitors will exercise control and restraint 
over their children.

Specials Only providing the transfer is submitted to the Show Secretary in writing by the owner/handler at least one (1) 

hour prior to the opening of the show. When one or more all-breed championship shows and/or specialty shows are 
held on the same date in the same venue, the request for moving of class dogs to specials must be made a minimum of 
one (1) hour prior to the scheduled start of the show for which the dog is being moved up to.

ATTENTION FOREIGN EXHIBITORS 

EVENT REGISTRATION NUMBER  
Effective Jan/1992 all dogs that are foreign-born and foreign-owned and enter Canada for the sole purpose of entering  
CKC (Canadian Kennel Club) events will no longer require a CKC registration number but will require an ERN - Event  
Registration Number.  This ERN does not register a dog with CKC for breeding purposes as defined in the Animal Pedigree 
Act but rather enables a foreign-owned dog to be awarded titles by the Canadian Kennel Club.  Each dog must have its 
own number.  To obtain an ERN, mail or fax a photocopy of the dog's foreign registration certificate with cheque or 
VISA/MasterCard number (expiry date, cardholder's name and signature). Provide your complete address for return of the 
ERN to you.    
 
ERN MUST BE APPLIED FOR WITHIN 30 DAYS OF FIRST DAY OF ENTERING A CKC EVENT.
