Competition for Altered Dogs These classes will be offered to all spayed and neutered dogs over six
months of age, to compete for Winners Male, Winners Female and Best Altered in Breed. Judging will
take place after Best Puppy in Breed in the regular classes.

NON-REGULAR CLASSES

Dogs entered in Non-Regular Classes must be entered in one of the CKC Regular Classes, Specials
Only, or Exhibition Only.

Brace Class — shall be for 2 dogs of the same breed

Stud Dog Class - shall be for Stud Dog and two of his Get only

Brood Bitch Class - shall be for Brood Bitch and two of her progeny only

SWEEPSTAKES

Baby Puppy Sweeps shall be for any dog 3 months up to but not including 6 months of age. To enter
this class the dog must be entered in the Baby Puppy Class. There will be two classes in all, divided by
SEX.

Baby Puppy for Breeds in Group 7 - at least 3 months of age up to but not including 6 months.

The winners of these classes, Best Baby Puppy Male and Best Baby Puppy Female will compete for Best
Baby Puppy in Sweepstakes.
